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Soot Sponge 
Natural rubber sponge for dry cleaning surfaces. Removes stubborn marks from drywall and wallpaper without chemicals or abrasives. Under normal conditions the Soot Sponge should clean a 12' x 20' wall surface.

It lifts away dust, dirt, soot, and lint from any dry surface. Uses the open cells of the sponges to absorb, actually lifting dust, dirt, soot, and lint into the sponge. It is always used dry and no chemicals are used.

This is the same sponge that the pros use to remove soot, dust, and dirt. Ideal for fire restoration and puff backs that produce SOOT. 

Cleans with-out chemicals and is safe to use on: 
Lampshades, Paintings, Wallpaper, Heat Registers, Computers, Antiques, Fireplaces, Wood Stoves, Puff Backs, Projection Screens, Grills, Painted Walls, Books. Removes Candle Soot and cleans up Copier Toner, etc.

How to use a Soot Sponge:

Dry removal method requires using the "Soot Sponge" it is a chemically treated soot sponge. 

This sponge is a 3" x 6" x 1 3/4" "special" dry chemically impregnated sponge which scoops up and absorbs dirt and soot into it's pores. 

Because of their soft surface, dry cleaning sponges are ideal for removing loose soot and smoke from latex paint, blown ceilings, and acoustic tiles. The sponges are used dry and you should begin on the ceiling, since debris will drop down. Then move to the walls, again beginning at the top and working to the bottom using straight, parallel strokes that overlap a little. When the surface of the sponge becomes clogged with soot, simply remove surface layer by shaving with a razor blade to expose a new sponge surface. 

Do Not wring out sponge with water or clean it or you will ruin the chemical treatment. 

After you have removed as much of the smoke residue dry with both vacuuming (dusting or brushing) and the dry, chemically treated sponge, then put down a plastic drop cloth and wash these same surfaces with a warm, mild solution of a  Cleaner Degreaser. 

Apply liberally, according to directions, onto surface wash from the bottom up (this reduces streaking) . Be sure to use a plastic drop cloth under work area to avoid staining of unaffected areas. 

Wash and wipe down surfaces with a regular, wet sponge. Wash and wipe down surfaces with a clean, Microfiber cloths. Then, rinse with water, and wipe dry again.
